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Notes 
THE MUSEUM has recently received a fine red 

granite sarcophagus of the Fourth Dynasty from 
the Harvard University-Museum of Fine Arts 
Expedition in Egypt. This piece, which will 
shortly be placed on exhibition in the First 
Egyptian Gallery, was found in the burial chamber 
of one of the large mastaba tombs of the royal 
family of Cheops east of the Great Pyramid at 
Giza. It belonged to the Princess Meres-Ankh, 
daughter of Cheops, and is inscribed with her 
name and titles in sunk relief. The characters 
were originally colored green, and still retain some 
of the pigment. 

A further shipment, including reliefs and inscribed 
stones, has just arrived from Egypt.
